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The last hours of the HMNZS Canterbury

After a false start in late October, the Sink the Canterbury Trust findlig\aex their goal
on Saturday the"3of November. At about 3pm she was finally laid to rest in Deep Water
Cove in the Bay of Islands.

A number of us made the trip up to Northland for the event — with high expectations.
Friday was a fairly quiet affair in The Cowshed. Shane and Julie (Both Trustées of t

trust) running around dealing with all those last minute things. We did not stay at The
Cowshed — and that was probably a good thing as it turned out — we were about 1km away
in a reasonably comfortable B&B. We had The Sheep Shed bunkroom and facilities —
almost to our selves.

Most of us made it up on Friday night — Ask Andrew Ferguson and Darren Bainbridge how
their night in the car was. To make matters worse they were only about 500m short of
finding the B&B!

Saturday dawned brilliantly sunny. Expectations were running very high. We headed out to
‘School House Bay” and waited for the Boats tot come into the beach and pick us up.

We were lucky and allowed temporary access inside the 600m exclusion zone and so got
fairly close to have one of the last ‘above water’ looks at the hull. Much effort went into
making sure the team cutting holes in the hull did not breach any of the structural ribs.
Apparently the Wellington sustained too many cuts in its ribs and this may have
contributed to its early break up.

Naturally things ran just a bit late but in no time we were just one of hundreds of boats
milling about the exclusion zone boundary — jostling for a good spot to sit and watch the
event unfold. We were very lucky to have Julia on our boat and while we waited and
mingled with the other boats, she gave us a fantastic insight to all the behind the scenes
planning and activities.
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Watching all the boats around — and listening to some of the ‘not so polite’ exchanges
when the Fullers fairies parked in their allocated spot — in front of spectatowvbmftad
been anchored for several hours — added to the expectant atmosphere.

We were kitted up to dive the wreck but we also knew it needed to be cleared first. Then
finally the blessings and last rights were completed and the Canterbury waatetdac

Then the one-minute flare was set c
and unfortunately the main
detonation was initiated a bit
quickly; many photographers
(Including me) were caught out and
missed the first explosive images.

What a sight! And in a few short minutes it
was over and a boiling mass of water and
hazy smoke were all that remained. The
extended horn sounding reverberated around
the hills and it was over.

Our view was somewhat obscured by the smoke but it could be seen listing to starboard
just before it sunk below the surface. - ‘ o

Police Divers were unable to clear the
explosives so diving the wreck was out of
the question. We did a dive on the North
side of the Island off the bow of the :
Canterbury and we were on our way back
School House bay. S

As luck would have it some very large
splashes were noticed towards the north
heads of the Bay of Islands. A brief detour verified it was two or three Sperm Whales
leaping out of the water and splashing back

with spectacular results. There could also
have been a juvenile in the group but DO
requirements to stay at least 300m away
made it difficult to be sure. A fantastic wayg
to end an almost perfect day on the water.
(Any day we get to dive is approaching a
perfect day).

Thanks to Northland Dive for a great
adventure. | am really looking forward to
diving the wreck.

Weekend or extended trips require a 25% deposit at the time of booking with the balance to
be paid at least 2 days prior to departure.
Refunds will only be made if the trip is cancelled.

House Rules:
1. All persons entering the Clubrooms shall be card-holding members.
2. A current card-holding club member must sign in guests coming into the Clubrooms. The club
member then accepts responsibility for the behaviour of their guest(s).
3. Under licensing regulations, the Duty Manager must be obeyed.
