DlVlng Whlte ISIand — Diving the waters around an active

volcano can be an explosive experience — for its beauty and not its eruptions.
Whakarri or White Island as we know it is located 50 kilometres north of
Whakatane in the Bay of Plenty. It is New Zealand’s most active volcano and is
part of the Taupo volcanic zone. It is best dived from a live aboard to avoid a three
hour sea journey twice in one day, Since unprofitable sulphur mining attempts on
the island ceased in 1933, it has become a scenic reserve and well know divers
paradise.
