With the scallop in season and with members already enjoying a feed or two we
thought we would continue with scallop recipes from the Spot X Wild Foods book.

2 Scallops with Butter-Honey Sauce @ Prep: 45 minutes @ Cool: 8 minutes  Difficulty: 1
% Ingredients Directions
* Fine breadcrumbs. * Serve immediately with honey sauce dribbled over them. .
& -« % cuprice flour. * Deep-fry the scallops until they are puffed and golden (about 2 minutes).
F * 1epg. Add the black pepper and mix well.

* 1 dozen large scallops with roe attached. * Heat the butter and honey either on the stove or in the microwave.
Honey Sauce * Set aside in the fridge (uncovered) for about half an hour to ‘set'.
* 1 teaspoon freshly-ground black pepper. * Dip into beaten egg and cover with breaderumbs.

* 1 tablespoon butter. * Dust the scallops with flour.

* 4 tablespoons honey.
