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(Original Recipe created on Sunday Night 7/9/08)
YIELD (8 People - Entree, 2 People Main)
YOU WILL NEED...
8 x 100g+ Wild Green Lipped Mussels (I think we kno  w a good spot)
1 x Tbsp Fresh Ginger, crushed
2 x Tbsp Brown Sugar (Optional)
In a heavy based saucepan please the cleaned wild m  ussels.
Cover only just with fresh water and add the ginger and if desired the brown sugar. The
brown sugar takes a little bit of the WILD edge of the mussels.
Place over medium to high heat and bring to the boi l.
Reduce the heat and simmer until the Mussels only j  ust start to open.
Remove the mussels from the heat ad refresh under ¢ old water to prevent them cooking any
further.
Place the mussels aside until ready.
NOW YOU WILL NEED...
1 x Orange Kumara, finely diced
1 x Leak, Finely Chopped
8 x Acid free tomatoes, peeled (Whole).
6 x Acid free tomatoes peeled and chopped.
250g Green Beans.
1 x tsp Thyme, fresh is best.
1 x Clove Garlic, chopped
50g Butter
1 x Thsp Olive Oil
100g Flour (Only if you want the broth to thicken, if you enjoy a thin broth leave this out)
1 1/2 ¢ White Wine, | would suggest a Sauvignon Bla  nc or a buttery Chardonnay.
1.5 litres water.
16 Leaves Fresh Basil
Seasoning To Taste
Using the same heavy based saucepan (saves on dishe  s) combine the Butter and Olive Oil.
Add the chopped leak, kumara and garlic and cook ge  ntly over medium heat until almost
tender.
Deglaze the pan with the white wine then add the fl  our is desired.
Season gently.
Add the tomatoes, chopped and whole, the thyme and then the water.
Bring this to the boil; you will notice this start to thicken if you have added the flour.
Cover, reduce the heat and allow to simmer for abou  t 30 mins.
Trim the ends from the beans and then, if desired, cut in half. (Beans are fun when left
whole)
Add the green beans and allow to simmer for a furth  er 15 mins.
Check the seasoning and adjust if necessary.
Tear the Basil Leaves into pieces.

Remember to remove the hairy sticky outer bits from the mussels trying not to damage the
shells. The shells make up a big part of the prese  ntation

In a Large White Bowl arrange the almost cooked mus  sels, in their partly opened shells,
hinge end down.

Sprinkle the torn basil leaves into the mussel shel Is saving a little for garnish.

Using a small ladle, put a little of the chunky bit s from the broth inside each mussel and
then fill the bowl with the balance. Don't be upse  tif not all the broth fits, it's the mussels
you are interested in.

Garnish with the remaining basil leaves and a littl e freshly cracked pepper.

The most important part comes next. ENJOY!!l. (The end result might look similar to the
attached pics.

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Tongan Holiday — September 2008

Garth and | departed Auckland for Nuku Alofa in the early hours of the morning in
light rain, always good to be leaving in bad weather. Had a 4 hour stop over
before our transfer to Ha’apai which was not enough time to do much so took the
shuttle to domestic, checked in for our flight and had taro chips and coke for lunch
— the best on offer at the canteen. Very glad that we were booked on Chathams
Pacific as Tonga Air had gone out of business 4 days earlier and those passengers
were left scrabbling for spare seats or facing a few nights on the mainland.

Dave from Matafonua Lodge met us at
Ha’apai airport and took us for a quick tour
around the town before heading out to the
beach — town was forgettable, so we did
and spent the next 14 days at the beach.
Quickly unpacked and by 4pm, cold beer
in hand, was sitting on the white sandy
deserted beach looking at glorious blue
water and soaking up the sun.

Matafonua Lodge is basic but spotlessly

clean and everything you need for an
island holiday. King size bed with mossie net, wardrobe, water jug, fluffy bath and
beach towels, mossie coils, powerpoint and table and chairs on the deck. Short
walk to the ablution block wasn'’t a great hardship even in the middle of the night
when you got to dodge crabs along the path. Solar hot water only works when the
sun is out so the first few days when it was overcast you learned to get in early for
the shower if you wanted hot water — that meant before the dive boat gotin. The
restaurant was small but turned out some amazing meals and there is no chance
of loosing weight here with the huge burgers and pizzas for lunch and the gourmet
meals for dinner followed by home made cheesecake. The wise diners ordered
their cheesecake first to make sure it didn’t sell out. Afternoons you could get
coffee or tea for two on a tray with home made biscuits — or a cold beer — or both!

Our first day we were on the Whale Watch

catamaran, lying back watching fit young girls haul

up sails seemed to fit Garths image of an ideal day

out. 10 minutes later we were marvelling at a young

humpback whale near the shore giving a great

display of tail shots and a couple of partial breaches.

What a sight and if that was the only sighting of the

holiday it would have been worth it, but there was

more. Sighted a mother and calf doing synchronised

breaches in the distance and the young individual

from earlier appeared three more times throughout

the day. We moored near one of the islands for lunch before sailing on getting
back just after 4:30pm. Grabbed a shower and collected a cold one to take to the
beach and watch the sun go down before dinner.

Next few days was taken up with sleeping, eating, reading a book, snorkling and
swimming — quite a hectic time in fact. Did manage to fit in a shore dive, straight
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off the beach in front of the dive shop and max depth 4mtrs gave us an easy dive
with loads of life and some spectacular coral.

First day out on the dive boat we had a large swell running so kept to the sheltered
sites but amazing viz — the worst we had all holiday was 15mtrs, most days its was
25/30 mtrs plus. Garth was on dive 6 and doing his first backward roll but he was
well looked after by Jen and the crew and really enjoyed the warm water diving
experience clocking up 13 dives in the two weeks there. Such a treat to turn up
with your gear already loaded on the boat, someone else changing your tank for
the second dive and they took it all off again and washed it out for you at the end of
the day. Whale were spotted on every dive trip and on many of the dives were
heard whale song (just the blokes make noise) which just added to the impressive
topography and marine life below the water. The reefs were in pretty good
condition, we sighted sharks and large grouper and tuna as well as huge schools
of fusiliers and yellow stripped snapper and a hundred other fish and crabs making
up the mix. We had hundreds of sand eels poking out of the sandy bottom and
eagle rays in the distance. Morays on most dives, Lion fish a sea snake and turtle
and painted crays filled up tunnels and caves. One trip out we had dolphins,
whales and sharks on the surface before reaching

the first dive site.

The real star of the trip was the Whales. We saw
them every day from either the catamaran, the dive
boat or just off the shore when sitting on the beach.
Their size alone is impressive as is the playfulness of
the calves who act like all young in the water and
splash about on the surface while Mum watches.

We got incredibly close in both boats with the whales
being quite unconcerned about us.

On our
last day heading out on the dive boat
we stuck gold. It was a day for
Whales with 5 spotted in the first 10
minutes and then a mother, calf and
adult escort were spotted directly
ahead. We stopped the boat to see
what they would do — and this calf
wanted to play. The calf came
speeding towards the boat, lifted a fin
and glided down beside the boat — by
this time the first team were ready to
pop over the side, goggles on, head down and wow. Right there playing under the
boat and then circling the people were three humpback whales. We were in the
water with them for no more than 5 minutes but what a treat. The calf came so
close we could have touched it and Mum was right there also, all 40ft of her. At no
time did we feel afraid, these animals were gentle and curious and the large eye
gave a hint of intelligence. They were graceful in the water, the mother directing
the calf by stroking it with her fin before diving below to keep watch. The other
adult shadowed the mother and was always just on the outside. The visibility was
perfect with one clear memory of three whales stacked on top of each other gliding

under my feet. It was a once in a lifetime experience and every time | think about it
| just can’t help smiling.

Going for a dive after that was almost an anticlimax, but to finish off the day |
logged my 200™ dive and had a whole piece of cheesecake to myself for dinner.

Feature Filler — by Club member Anne Shepherd
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The Raleigh.

It was Nov 30,1911 The Raleigh a cargo steamer was en route to the Hammermill Paper Co. in Erie
Pa. As she left the Welland canal the ship was caught in ferocious gale winds. At about midnight
the rudder broke. Three hours later the ship lost her pumps. A call was put out to the Buffalo life
saving unit. But because of the storm they were unable to respond. That morning the lifeboat was
readied and lowered after the ship ran aground. A crowd had gathered on the shore of Shislers
Point. Loyd Brennan was there and wrote a letter to his nephew about the sinking that is kept in the
L.R. Wilson Heritage Archives in Port Colborne. "It could be seen at once the Raleigh was in trouble
by the manner she was drifting and she was also flying the distress signal high on the mast." he
wrote." The crowd on the shore was in high suspense as it waited with many willing and ready to do
their part when the occasion came their way. The first powerful white cap sent the lifeboat upside
down and 10 of the crew into the ice cold water." Three perished, the engineer, the cook and his
wife. It's been said they came ashore in each other’s arms. There are 1,750 known shipwrecks in
Lake Erie but it is estimated that there at least 2,500.

Because of the fresh water they are well preserved compared to saltwater wrecks that were made
of wood. Lake Erie is home to more shipwrecks per square mile than any other body of water in the
world.

The high shipping traffic combined with the treacherous storms the lake is known for has caused
many ships to go down. This according to Mike Watcher who has written three books on
shipwrecks in Lake Erie. Although the wreck of the Raleigh is only in 10 meters of water the intact
engine room, boilers, anchor chain and prop are still on the site. The ship was commissioned in
1871, measured 71.2 meters, 10.3-meter beam and was registered at 1,205 tonnes. At the time of
her sinking she was carrying pulpwood.
