The *holy grail’ of shipwrecks

HMS Ontario was found at the bottom of Lake Ontario by divers from Rochester

Last month, Jim Kennard and Dan Scoville found the “holy grail” of
shipwrecks. After three years searching 250 square miles, the diving painofn
Rochester, N.Y., found the HMS Ontario — the oldest known shipwreck in thevaters
of Lake Ontario. The British war ship sank 228 years ago en route to Fort Haldiman
on Carleton Island at the east end of the lake. It was Oct. 31, 1780. The ship was a
hours into its voyage from Fort Niagara when it encountered a sudden strong gale.

“It red/ is the
holy grail of Great Lake shipwrecks,” Kennard said from his home in RochesterThe
duo have not revealed the exact location of the Ontario, only saying it rests in “very
deep water” somewhere between Niagara-on-the-Lake and Rochester. Of thearch,
Kennard said it was much like mowing the lawn, a lot of back and forth over the sa
area. But finding a wreck makes up for all the tedious work, he said. “It equate®
climbing a mountain for the first time,” he said. “But when you’re the first person to
ever see the ship since it went down, it's an adventure.”’Kennard has foumagarly 200
ships in the past 35 years. He first set out to find the Ontario in 1973 with a home-
made sonar unit. He soon gave up.It wasn’t until a few years ago, when he met
Scoville, that the Ontario came back to the forefront.The duo have found a numbef
wrecks in the Great Lake and plan to continue their search for more. But Kenard
said he doubts any will top the discovery of the HMS Ontario. It is estimatechere are
more than 4,000 shipwrecks below the surface of the Great Lakes. About 1,750 ha
been found in Lake Erie alone. Of the estimated 4,000 wrecks, a little more théwalf
have been discovered. The rest lie waiting beneath the surface to be disered.

In 1991, a blip appeared on Jim Garrington’s sonar while towing another boat. It wa
years before he could return to the site and look deeper.When he was finallylatio
get back to the site, Garrington made a great discovery.A camera lowered into the
depths of Lake Ontario just off Port Dalhousie revealed the deck of a large shi
Lying in 110 feet of water was a two masted schooner and so began hundreds of hq
of diving, filming, photographing and researching. Garrington invited four fellow
divers to join him on his research project. David Gilchrist was one of them. [fe team
was documenting all the details of the 94-foot ship, taking measurements,
photographing every last detail. There was no excavation allowed under the Ontarig
Heritage Act.

While carrying out the underwater research the team was also researchingiph lost
in the area. They came across the Henry Clay. Built in Oswego, N.Y., in 1931 the
Henry Clay was lost on its maiden voyage. Carrying 700 barrels of salt and bound fq




Cleveland, the ship was caught in a sudden gale-force wind. There were seve
passengers on board the ship when it got stuck in the storm. Three survivéiVe
know the Henry Clay went down near where the shipwreck was found,” Gilchst
said. “But we’ve never been able to find any solid indication that the wreclsithat of
the Henry Clay.” It is known as the Tiller wreck, after the mechanism usedo steer
the ship. It's been frustrating for Gilchrist, who has devoted hundred of hours to the
project. Some of the evidence they have collected point towards the wreaitg that
of the Henry Clay, while other evidence make it near impossible for the twds to
be the same. The Henry Clay weighed 64 tonnes which, according to Gilchrist, is
typical of a 60- to 70-foot ship. The Tiller wreck measures 94 feet. “It doesn't fit
Gilchrist said. “But at the same time there aren’t too many vessels known tcake
gone down in that area.” The project ended a number of years ago, but Gilchrist
plans to resurrect the investigation, hopefully with the help of Parks Caada, which
recently embarked on a research project on the Hamilton and Scourge, two War of
1812 wrecks which lie not far off from the resting place of the Tiller. What impesses
Gilchrist about the wreck is how intact it is nearly 180 years after it went dwn. “If
you raised it out of the water, it looks like it would sail away,” he said. The vesssla
significant find. It's a transitional ship. The layout is in between thos built before anc
after the canal. “It would definitely have fit through the first canal,” Gilchrist said,
adding that was where the Henry Clay was headed on her ill-fated maiden voyage.
“It's the only wreck of its type known to exist in the lake.” The design of thelgp nails
down a build date between 1830 and 1850. There are no registration numbers or
tonnage numbers on the ship to properly identify it. The team has had to dig de¢o
find any information. The Tiller wreck was made a public dive site in early 2000.
Since then artifacts have been lifted from the vessel, even though undbe Ontario
Heritage Act removing items from shipwrecks is punishable by law. Platebottles
and other items have been taken. Such items are useful identificationals if an
excavation were to be carried out, Gilchrist said. What keeps Gilchrist imigued is the
mystery behind the wreck, something he one day hopes to solve. “You really get int
the story and history of the wreck,” he said. “It's examining history right at the
bottom.”

Tiller wreck
